Decon to Produce Solar Lighting
Products, Set Up New Facility

Delhi-based ~ Decon  Lighting, an
architectural and display lighting major,
is setting up a greenfield facility for
manufacturing modular solar lighting kits.
“We arc setting up this facility at Noida
in the NCR, and it is expected to become
operational within 15 months,” confirms
Livinder Singh (decon@airtelmail.in), the
company’s managing director. According
to Singh, the company has planned an
investment of around 320
prototype development and trial marketing,
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Speaking about the product range,
Singh says, “The range will be ramped
up depending on the demand. But most
the products are being
developed on the basis of surveys and
discussions with prospective buyers. The
data is being collected and collated. In
short, the products that we will develop

importantly,

will be suited to specific requirements of
the buyers.”

Singh explains that since these solar-
powered products are primarily meant
for domestic use, the company is talking
to various agencies and rural panchayats
for their marketing and servicing. “We
are looking for agencies which will install
and service the system. However, we don't
expect any system failures as we are using
the best components, provided of course
there is no mishandling,”” He adds, “We are
in discussion with a foreign manufacturer
for a possible buy back agreement once all
certifications have been completed.”

Meanwhile, the 38-year-old luminaire
company is also in the process of shifting
its LED-manufacturing facility from Delhi
to a comparatively larger area in Noida.
According to Singh, by shifting base to
Noida the company will be in a position

to increase its production capacity as and
when required depending on demand. “The
Indian LED market is already bursting at its
seams with new products and supplicrs, yet
there is going to be increased growth in the
coming years.”

Singh says that Decon has scen a
large growth in its business of building
and monument lighting using LEDs. “We
have installed our systems in quite a few
locations, and the visual effect has been
appreciated. We are now fine-tuning our
range to include higher output LEDs so
that the use of traditional flood lights using
metal halide lamps can be minimised.”

Decon  will complete  an
installation at Sri Fort Auditorium for the
forthcoming Commonwealth Games. “The

soon

existing general lighting of the auditorium
is to be replaced with more energy-cfficient
luminaires. The effect of this replacement
will be that it would be possible to fully
control the LED fixtures, change the colour
of the lightings and dim them to create
wonderful scenes.” According to Singh, the
availability of as well as demand for new
lighting products and controls promises to
make the next few years very exciting for
users as well as suppliers.
